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General Conditions 
 
Applicable to all sections 
 
Adjustment 
If any part of the premium is based on estimates that you have provided to us, you will keep an accurate record of all relevant particulars and will at all times allow us to 
inspect and copy such records. Within 3 months of the expiry of each period of insurance, you will provide us with the relevant information that we require. The premium 
for the period will then be adjusted in accordance with our applicable rates and any difference paid by, or refunded to, you as the case may be will be subject to our 
minimum premium. 
 
Avoidance of policy 
This policy shall be voidable in the event of misrepresentation, misdescription or non-disclosure in any material particular. 
 
Cancellation 
You may cancel the policy by giving us written instructions, but you will not be entitled to any refund in premium if you do so after 14 days from the date your policy begins 
unless you have made a claim or an incident giving rise to a claim has occurred during this period. 
We may cancel this policy or any section by sending you 7 days notice by recorded delivery letter to your last known address. 
If you are paying by monthly instalments we 

• will stop applying for your monthly premium 

• may exercise our right to collect the balance of any outstanding premium instalments in the event of a claim. 
If you have agreed to pay your premiums by instalments and you fail to pay any of those instalments, we reserve the right to cancel your policy. 
 
Change in risk 
You must give immediate notice to us of any change in circumstances which may increase the possibility of loss, damage, accidental bodily injury or liability covered by 
this policy, including (but not limited to)   

• your interest ceasing other than by death or 

• the business being wound up or carried on by a liquidator or receiver or permanently discontinued or 

• any alteration being made either in the business or in the premises or in any property or in any other circumstances. 
 
Claims 
It is a condition precedent to our liability that in the event of a claim or possible claim you must 

• advise the Police as soon as reasonably possible if there has been a theft, attempted theft, riot damage, vandalism or any malicious act or if any 
insured property has been lost outside the premises 

• advise us as soon as reasonably possible 

• not admit or repudiate liability without our written consent 

• inform us immediately of any claim being made, or of any impending prosecution, inquest or fatal accident inquiry. All documentation relating to any 
accident, claim, prosecution or court proceedings must be sent to us immediately, unacknowledged 

• provide at your own expense all details and evidence we may reasonably require. 
 
 
Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 
No person, persons, company or other party who is not named as the insured in this policy shall have any right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to 
enforce any terms or conditions of this policy. This shall not affect any right or remedy of a third party that exists or is available apart from that Act. 
 
Death of the Insured 
In the event of your death we will in respect of liability or loss incurred by you indemnify your personal representatives in the terms of and subject to the limitations of this 
policy, provided that such personal representatives shall as though they were you observe, fulfil and be subject to the terms and conditions of the policy as far as they can 
apply. 
 
Excess clause 
Where stated in the schedule you will be responsible for paying an excess in relation to each and every claim made by you under this policy. 
If a claim is made for loss or damage under more than one section resulting from the same cause and at the same time, you will only pay one excess and if different 
excesses apply, you will pay the higher amount. 
 
Fraud 
If any claim is fraudulent in any respect or fraudulent means are used by you or anyone acting on your behalf to obtain any benefit under this policy or if any damage is 
caused by a wilful act or with your connivance all benefits under this policy will be forfeited from the date of the incident or circumstance in respect of which the fraudulent 
claim was made. 
 
Law applicable 
Under United Kingdom law the parties to the contract have the right to choose the law which should apply. In the absence of any agreement to the contrary, English law will 
apply. 
 
Minimum Physical Security 
 
It is a condition precedent to the liability given by this policy that the following protections be fitted and put into full and effective operation whenever the premises are closed 
for business or left unattended: 
  Doors 

• on timber final exit doors (excluding sliding doors):  
 a) if single leaf, a mortice deadlock conforming to BS3621 with matching boxed steel striking plate 
 b) if double leaf 
  i) on the first closing leaf flush or barrel bolts, the latter at least 200mm long, or key operated locks or bolts, fitted top and  
   bottom in every case 
  ii) on the second closing leaf a mortice deadlock conforming to BS3621 with matching boxed steel striking plate, or a  
   substantial padlocking bar and good quality shackle padlock. 
• on all other external timber doors, and on internal timber doors giving access to any part of the premises not solely occupied by you or to any other 

adjoining premises (excluding sliding and fire doors) 
 a) if single leaf a moritce deadlock conforming to BS 3621 with matching boxed steel striking plate or key-operated mortice rack bolts fitted 
  top and bottom 
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   b) if double leaf 

  i) on the first closing leaf flush or barrel bolts, the latter at least 200mm long, or key operated locks or bolts, fitted top and  
   bottom in every case 
  ii) on the second closing leaf a mortice deadlock conforming to BS3621 with matching boxed steel striking plate, or a  
   substantial padlocking bar and good quality shackle padlock. 

• on external aluminium or UPVC doors (excluding sliding and fire exit doors) cylinder operated mortice deadlock and, if double leaf, flush bolts on the 
first closing leaf. 

• on steel final exit doors and all sliding final exit doors: substantial padlocking bar and good quality close shackle padlock 

• on all other steel doors and all other sliding doors (excluding sliding patio doors): substantial padlocking bar and good quality close shackle padlock 
fitted externally, or substantial padlocking bar and good quality open shackle padlock fitted internally 

• on sliding patio doors: a manufacturer’s patent key-operated locking system which engages boltwork into the doorframe either at the top and 
bottom of the opening section of each door, or into the side frame in at least three points (in the latter case all hook or shoot bolts must be 
mushroom heaaded) 

• on all fire exit doors: panic bar, and other security devices which comply with fire safety requirments 
Window/other openings 

• on opening basement and ground floor windows and fanlights, and on other opening windows fanlights and skylights which are accessible from 
roofs balconies canopies fire escapes or downpipes: key-operated window lock with the keys removed when in operation 

 or 
 solid steel bars not less than 16mm diameter and not more than 125mm apart, securely fixed to the brickwork or amsonary surronding the window 
 or 
 internal wire mesh grilles securely fixed to surrounding brickwork, masonary or woodwork 

 
Other insurance 
We will not pay for any loss, damage, legal liability or other event giving rise to a claim covered under this policy if you are entitled to be paid by any other insurance which 
covers the same loss, damage, legal liability or other event. 
 
Reasonable care 
You must at all times 

• take all reasonable precautions to prevent loss, destruction, damage, accident or bodily injury 

• keep the premises, buildings and other maintainable property which is insured by this policy in a satisfactory state of repair  

• comply with all relevant statutory requirements and other regulations imposed by any authority and manufacturers’ recommendations all relating to 
the use inspection and safety of property and the safety of persons 

• as soon as possible after discovery, cause any defect or danger to be made good or remedied and in the meantime shall cause such additional 
precautions to be effected as the circumstances may require 

• exercise due care in the selection and supervision of employees. 
 
Reinstatement of sum insured 
We shall in the event of damage under this policy automatically reinstate the sum insured unless there is written notice by us to the contrary, provided that 

• you undertake to pay the appropriate additional premium 

• you immediately implement any recommendations we make to prevent further loss, destruction or damage and effect all repair or replacement 
work without delay. 

 
Rights 
We are entitled to enter any building where loss or damage to property insured by this policy has occurred and to take possession of and deal with any salvage in a 
reasonable manner. No property may be abandoned to us. 
 
Security 
It is a condition precedent to our liability that you must at all times ensure that 

• security devices are put into full and effective operation whenever the premises are closed for business or left unattended 

• keys and all details of any codes or combinations relating to any part of the intruder alarm installation and any safe or strongroom be removed 
from the premises whenever the premises are closed for business or left unattended 

• fire break doors and shutters in the buildings be maintained in efficient working order and that the openings protected by such doors and shutters 
be kept clear of obstruction at all times and that all such doors and shutters other than those fitted with fusible links be kept closed except during 
business hours 

• alterations or additions to or changes in or removal of security devices be advised to us immediately in writing. 
 
Subrogation 
We may take over and deal with, in your name, the defence or settlement of any claim. We will pay any costs and expenses involved. We may also start proceedings in 
your name to recover, for our benefit, the amount of any payment we have made or are likely to make under this policy. 
 
Underinsurance 
If at the time of any loss, destruction or damage the sum insured is less than the actual value of the property insured you will be considered as being your own insurer 
for the difference and shall bear a proportionate share of the loss. 
 
Warranty 
Every warranty shall, from the time the warranty attaches, apply and continue to be in force during each subsequent period of insurance. Non-compliance with any such 
warranty in so far as it increases the risk of loss, destruction, damage or accidental bodily injury shall be a bar to any claim for such loss, destruction, damage or 
accidental bodily injury. 
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General Exclusions 
 
Applicable to all sections (unless stated otherwise) 
 
What you are not covered for 
 
1. We will not pay for loss, destruction or damage to property, any cost, expense, legal liability or bodily injury directly or indirectly caused by, contributed to by, 

resulting from or arising out of or in connection with any of the following regardless of any other cause or event contributing concurrently or in any other 
sequence to the loss 

 
 Radioactive Contamination 

a) ionising radiations or contamination by radioactivity from any nuclear fuel or from any nuclear waste from the combustion of nuclear fuel  
b) the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous or contaminating properties of any nuclear installation, reactor or other nuclear assembly or 

nuclear component  
c) any weapon of war employing atomic or nuclear fission and/or fusion or other like reaction or radioactive force or matter 

 
             War and Terrorism 

a) war, invasion, act of foreign enemy, hostilities (whether war be declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection or military or usurped 
power 

b) an act of terrorism or any action taken in controlling, preventing, suppressing, retaliating against, responding to or in any way relating to an act of 
terrorism (other than in respect of bodily injury to an employee arising out of and in the course of employment in the business).

a) the property insured which has suffered damage 
b) undamaged portions thereof 
excluding 
a) any cost incurred in complying with such Legislation or regulations

a) involving forcible or violent entry to the premises or your home or the home of any authorised employee 
b) by hold up involving assault or violence or threat thereof whilst such keys are in your personal custody or the personal custody of any authorised

d) accidental or damage under guarantee or a maintenance rental hire or lease agreement on the computing equipment 

e) the accidental failure or fluctuation of the public supply of electricity at the terminal ends of the authority’s service feeders at 
the premises or other premises at which the computing equipment is situated but not caused by the deliberate act of any 
authority nor the exercise by any such authority of its power to withhold or restrict supply other than for the sole purpose of 
safeguarding life or the authority’s property

The cover under Item 3 is extended to include additional rental costs incurred following the replacement of a lease or hire agreement in respect of 
the computing equipment by a  new contract for similar computing equipment and  consequent upon accidental  loss, damage  or  destruction 
insured by this section up to a sum insured of £7,500. 

 
Capital Additions 
The cover is extended to apply to newly acquired computing equipment for an amount not exceeding 10% of the existing sum insured stated at the 
risk address concerned, but this shall not include appreciation in value. 

You must notify us  of such capital additions as soon as possible and pay the appropriate additional premium that may be required to provide 
retrospective cover from the commencement date of your liability for such property. Following such notification the provisions of this clause are 
fully reinstated. 

 
Consulting Engineers’ Fees 
The cover is extended to include the cost incurred by you with our consent for consulting engineers’ fees in conducting either investigations or 
tests into the possible repair (whether or not successful) replacement or reinstatement following accidental loss, damage or destruction insured by 
this section up to a sum insured of £10,000. 

 
Debris Removal Costs 
The cover is extended to include the costs necessarily and reasonably incurred in the removal of that part of computing and ancillary equipment 
which suffers accidental damage insured by this section up to a sum insured of £5,000. 

 
Expediting Costs 
The cover is extended to include the cost necessarily and reasonably incurred in either the making of temporary repairs or the  expediting of 
reinstatement or replacement of computing equipment following the accidental damage insured by this section up to a sum insured of £5,000. 

 
Gas Flooding Systems 
The cover is extended to include the cost of refilling the cylinder(s) of any gas flooding systems installed solely for the computing equipment 
arising out of the accidental discharge of such systems up to a sum insured of £5,000. 
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Impending Damage 
The cover is extended to include the costs incurred in taking reasonable but exceptional measures to avoid or mitigate impending accidental 
damage  insured by this section provided that 
i) the impending accidental damage does not originate from any reasonably foreseeable cause and that accidental  damage would be the 

natural outcome to be expected in the absence of such measures 
ii) the Company is satisfied that the accidental damage has been reduced in consequence of the measures taken  

iii) the terms exclusions and conditions of the policy shall apply as if accidental damage had occurred. 

 
Modification costs 
The cover is extended to include either 
i) the cost of the modification of the computing equipment or 

ii) the costs of replacement of computer records together with the reinstatement of either programs or information  
whichever is less, to achieve compatibility in the event that the accidental damage to the computing equipment has resulted in undamaged computer 
records being incompatible with the replacement computer up to a sum insured of £10,000. 

 
Basis of Claims Settlement 
Following accidental damage insured by this section and subject to the adequacy of the sums insured and to the limits of liability we will pay 
the cost of repairing or replacing the property equal to its condition when new provided that 

a) this is carried out without delay and in the most economical manner 
b) when property is partially lost destroyed or damaged the Company’s liability shall not exceed the estimated replacement cost which 

would have been payable had it been wholly lost or destroyed 

 
Special exclusions

1 the first £150 of each claim increased to £500 of each claim involving theft if the premises are not protected by an intruder alarm system

2 accidental damage caused by or consisting of wear and tear deterioration due to atmospheric or climatic conditions rust or corrosion but

3 increase in cost of working due to 
a) the failure of any satellite prior to its obtaining its full operating function or while in or beyond the final year of its design life  

b) atmospheric solar or lunar conditions causing temporary interference with transmission to or from any satellite 

4 accidental damage recoverable under any guarantee rental hire or lease agreement 
5 increase in cost of working incurred during the first 48 hours following breakdown or derangement of any item of computing equipment if 

a maintenance rental hire or lease agreement is not in force on such item 
6 any computing equipment used in the control or monitoring of industrial processes automation or robotics or computerized electronic 

phototypesetting equipment 

7 accidental damage by theft from any 
a) unattended vehicle unless all windows and other openings have been closed, all doors have been secured and  any other 

protective devices put into full and effective operation and all keys to the vehicle removed to a place of safety with all insured 
items completely hidden from view 

b) vehicle left unattended overnight or after the completion of  any working day of the driver unless  all windows  and 
other openings have been closed and the vehicle is locked with all the insured items completely hidden from view 

8 accidental damage to any item of computing equipment due to its breakdown or derangement unless such item is at the time of the 
accidental damage the subject of a maintenance rental hire or lease agreement which must provide a minimum service of either on-call 
remedial or corrective maintenance at inclusive cost.

4  Representative 
 The lawyer, accountant or other suitably qualified person, who has been appointed to act for an insured person in accordance with the 
 terms of this policy. 
5  Period of insurance 
 The period for which we have agreed to cover the insured person and for which the premium has been paid. 
6  Full enquiry 
 An extensive examination by HM Revenue & Customs which considers all aspects of the policyholder’s tax affairs, excluding those 
 enquiries which are limited to one or more specific aspects of the policyholder’s self assessment and/or corporation tax return. 
7  a) Aspect enquiry 
 An examination by HM Revenue & Customs which considers one or more specific aspects of the policyholder’s self assessment and/or 
 corporation tax return. 
 b) Tax intervention enquiry

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Cover 
1  Employment Disputes and Compensation  
 
a) Employment Disputes 
We will defend the policyholder’s legal rights: 
1)  prior to the issue of legal proceedings in a court or tribunal following the dismissal of an employee; or 
2)  in the resolution of unfair dismissal disputes under the ACAS Arbitration Scheme; or 
3)  in legal proceedings in respect of any dispute with 
 (a)  an employee or ex-employee or a trade union acting on behalf of an employee or ex-employee which arises out of, or  
  relates to, a contract of employment with the policyholder; or 
 (b)  an employee, prospective employee or ex-employee arising from an alleged breach of their statutory rights under  
  employment legislation. 
What is not covered 
1)  Any employment dispute where the cause of action arises within the first 90 days of the indemnity provided by the policy. 
2)  Any dispute with an employee who was subject to a written or oral warning (formal or informal) within 180 days immediately preceding the 
 inception date of the indemnity provided by the policy if the date of occurrence was within the first 180 days of the indemnity provided by 
 the policy. 
3)  Any redundancy or alleged redundancy or unfair selection for redundancy arising within the first 180 days of the indemnity provided by the 
 policy. 
4)  Any claim in respect of damages for personal injury or loss of or damage to property. 
5)  Any claim arising from or relating to any transfer of business which falls within the scope of the Transfer of Undertakings (Protection of 
 Employment) Regulations 2006 or the Transfer of Employment (Pension Protection) Regulations 2005. 
 
b) Compensation Awards 
We will pay: 
1)  any basic and compensatory award; and/or 
2)  an order for compensation following a breach of the policyholder’s statutory duties under employment legislation 
 in respect of a claim we have accepted under insured incident 1(a).

1)  In cases relating to performance and/or conduct, the policyholder has throughout the employment dispute either: 
 a)  followed the ACAS Code of Disciplinary and Grievance Procedures as prepared by

 b)  followed equivalent codes of practice issued by the Labour Relations Agency in Northern Ireland; or 
 c)  sought and followed advice from our legal advice service. 
2)  For an order of compensation following the policyholder’s breach of statutory duty under employment legislation the policyholder has at 
 all times sought and followed advice from our legal advice service since the date when the policyholder should have known about the 
 employment dispute. 
3) For any compensation award for redundancy or alleged redundancy or unfair selection for redundancy, the policyholder has sought and 
 followed advice from our Claims Department prior to serving notice of redundancy. 
4)  The compensation is awarded by a tribunal or through the ACAS Arbitration Scheme, under a judgment made after full argument and 
 otherwise than by consent or default, or is payable under settlement approved in writing in advance by us. 
5)  The total of the compensation awards payable by us shall not exceed £1,000,000 in any one period of insurance. 
What is not covered 
1)  Any compensation award relating to the following: 
 - trade union activities, trade union membership or non-membership; 
 - pregnancy or maternity rights; 
 - health and safety related dismissals brought under section 44 of the Employment Rights Act 1996; 
 - statutory rights in relation to trustees of occupational pension schemes; 
 - statutory rights in relation to Sunday shop and betting work. 
2)  Non-payment of money due under the relevant contract of employment or statutory provision relating thereto. 
3)  Any award ordered because the policyholder has failed to provide relevant records to employees under the National Minimum Wage laws. 
4)  Any compensation award or increase in compensation award ordered by the tribunal for failure to comply with a recommendation it has 
 made, including non-compliance with a reinstatement or re-engagement order. 
 
c) Service Occupancy 
We will negotiate for the policyholder’s legal rights against an employee or ex-employee to recover possession of premises owned by, or for which 
the policyholder is responsible. 
What is not covered 
Any claim relating to defending the policyholder’s legal rights other than defending a counter-claim. 
 
2  Legal Defence 
At the policyholder’s request 
1)  We will defend the insured person’s legal rights: 
a)  prior to the issue of legal proceedings when dealing with the 
 - Police 
 - Health and Safety Executive and/or Local Authority Health and Safety Enforcement Officer where it is alleged that the insured person has 
 or may have committed a criminal offence; or 
b)  following an event which leads to the insured person being prosecuted in a court of criminal jurisdiction; or 
c)  if civil action is taken against the insured person for compensation under section 13 of the Data Protection Act 1998. We will also pay any 
 compensation award made against the insured person under section 13 of the Data Protection Act 1998. 
2)  We will defend the policyholder’s legal rights following civil action taken against the policyholder for wrongful arrest in respect of an 
 accusation of theft alleged to have been carried out during the period of insurance. 
3)  We will defend the insured person’s (other than the policyholder) legal rights if: 
 a)  an event arising from their work as an employee leads to civil action being taken against them under legislation for unlawful 
  discrimination on the grounds of sex, sexual orientation, race, disability, age, religious belief or political opinion; or 
 b)  civil action is taken against them as a trustee of a pension fund set up for the benefit of the policyholder’s employees. 
4)  We will represent the insured person in appealing against the imposition or terms of any Statutory Notice issued under legislation affecting 
 the policyholder’s business. 
5)  We will represent the policyholder in appealing against the refusal of the Information Commissioner to register the policyholder’s 
 application for registration. 
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6)  We will pay the attendance expenses of an insured person for jury service. 
Provided that 
1)  In so far as proceedings under the Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 are concerned, the territorial limit shall be any place where the 
 Act applies. 
2)  At the time of the insured incident, the policyholder has registered with the Information Commissioner in respect of insured incident 
 (1)(c). 
What is not covered 
Any claim which leads to the insured person being prosecuted for infringement of road traffic laws or regulations in connection with the ownership, 
driving or use of a motor vehicle. 
 
 
3  Property Protection and Bodily Injury 
a)  Property Protection 
We will negotiate for the policyholder’s legal rights in any civil action relating to material property which is owned by, or the responsibility of the 
policyholder, following: 
1)  any event which causes physical damage to such material property; or 
2)  any nuisance or trespass. 
What is not covered 
Any claim relating to the following: 
1)  a contract entered into by the policyholder; 
2)  goods in transit or goods lent or hired out; 
3)  goods at premises other than those occupied by the policyholder unless the goods are at such premises for the purpose of installations or 
 use in work to be carried out by the policyholder; 
4)  mining subsidence; 
5)  defending the policyholder’s legal rights other than in defending a counter-claim; 
6)  a motor vehicle owned or used by, or hired or leased to an insured person.  
 
b)  Bodily Injury 
At the policyholder’s request, we will negotiate for an insured person’s and their family members’ legal rights following an event which causes the 
death of, or bodily injury to them. 
What is not covered 
Any claim relating to the following: 
1)  any illness or bodily injury which develops gradually or is not caused by a specific or sudden accident; or 
2)  defending an insured person’s or their family members’ legal rights other than in defending a counter-claim; or 
3)  a motor vehicle owned or used by, or hired or leased to an insured person or their family members. 
 
4  Tax Protection 
a)  Full or Aspect Enquiries 
We will negotiate on behalf of the policyholder in respect of a full enquiry and/or aspect enquiry and represent them in any subsequent appeal 
proceedings. 
b)  Tax Intervention Enquiries 
We will negotiate on behalf of the policyholder and represent them in any dealings with HM Revenue & Customs in respect of a tax intervention 
enquiry. 
c)  Employers’ Compliance 
We will negotiate on behalf of the policyholder and represent them in any appeal proceedings in respect of a dispute concerning the policyholder’s 
compliance with Pay As You Earn or Social Security Regulations following a review by HM Revenue & Customs. 
d)  VAT Disputes 
We will negotiate on behalf of the policyholder and represent them in any appeal proceedings following an assessment issued by HM Revenue & 
Customs in respect of Value Added Tax due. 
Provided that 
1)  For all insured incidents, the policyholder has taken reasonable care to ensure that all returns are complete and correct and that such 
 returns are submitted within the statutory time limits allowed. 
2)  We will not pay more than £2,000 for claims in respect of aspect enquiries or tax intervention enquiries. 
What is not covered 
1)  In respect of aspect enquiries and tax intervention enquiries the first £200 of costs and expenses in each and every claim. 
2)  Any insured incident arising from a tax avoidance scheme. 
3)  Any insured incident caused by the failure of the policyholder to register for Value Added Tax. 
4)  Any insured incident arising from any investigation or enquiries undertaken by HM Revenue 
 & Customs Special Investigations Section or Special Civil Investigations or the Revenue & Customs Prosecution Office. 
5)  Any insured incident arising from any investigation or enquiry by HM Revenue & Customs into alleged dishonesty or alleged criminal 
 offences. 
 
Special Exclusion applicable to Section 10 
1  Any claim reported to us more than 180 days after the date the insured person should have known about the insured incident. 
2  Costs and expenses incurred before the written acceptance of a claim by us. 
3  Fines, penalties, compensation or damages which the insured person is ordered to pay by a court or other authority other than 
 compensation awards as covered under insured incident 1(b) Compensation Awards and 2 Legal Defence. 
4  Any claim relating to patents, copyrights, trademarks, merchandise marks, registered designs, intellectual property, secrecy and 
 confidentiality agreements. 
5  Any claim relating to franchise or agency agreement entered into by the policyholder. 
6  Any insured incident deliberately or intentionally caused by an insured person. 
7  A dispute with us not otherwise dealt with under Condition 7. 
8  Any claim relating to a shareholding or partnership share in the policyholder unless such shareholding was acquired under a scheme open 
 to all employees of the policyholder or a substantial number of them of a certain minimum grade other than the directors or partners of the 
 policyholder. 
9  Judicial review. 
10  Any claim caused by, contributed to by or arising from: 
 - ionising radiation or contamination by radioactivity from any nuclear fuel or from any nuclear waste from burning nuclear fuel; 
 - the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous properties of any explosive nuclear assembly or nuclear part of it; 
 - war, invasion, foreign enemy hostilities (whether war is declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution, military force or coup; 
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 - pressure waves caused by aircraft or any other airborne devices travelling at sonic or supersonic speeds. 
11  Legal action an insured person takes which we or the representative have not agreed to or where the insured person does anything that 
 hinders us or the representative. 
12  When either at the commencement of or during the course of a claim, the policyholder is bankrupt or has filed a bankruptcy petition or 
 winding-up petition, or has made an arrangement with its creditors, or has entered into a deed of arrangement or is in liquidation or part or 
 all of its affairs or property are in the care or control of a receiver or administrator. 
13  Apart from us, the insured person is the only person who may enforce all or any part of this policy and the rights and interests arising from 
 or connected with it. This means that the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 does not apply to the policy in relation to any third-
 party rights or interest. 
14  Any claim directly or indirectly caused by or resulting from any device failing to recognise, interpret, or process any date as its true calendar 
date. 
 
Special Conditions applicable to Section 10 
1  An insured person must: 
 a)  keep to the terms and conditions of this policy; 
 b)  notify us immediately of any alteration which may materially affect our assessment of the risk; 
 c)  take reasonable steps to keep any amount we have to pay as low as possible; 
 d)  try to prevent anything happening that may cause a claim; 
 e)  send everything we ask for, in writing; 
 f)  give us full details of any claim as soon as possible and give us any information we need. 
2  a)  We can take over and conduct in the name of the insured person, any claim or legal proceedings at any time. 
  We can negotiate any claim on behalf of an insured person. 
 b)  We will choose the representative to represent an insured person in any proceedings where we may be liable to pay a  
  compensation award. In any other case an insured person is free to choose a representative (by sending us a suitably 
  qualified person’s name and address) if: 
  i)  we agree to start legal proceedings and it becomes necessary for a lawyer to represent the interests of an insured 
   person in those proceedings; or 
  ii)  there is a conflict of interest 
 c)  Before an insured person chooses a lawyer or an accountant, we can appoint a representative. 
 d)  A representative will be appointed by us and represent an insured person according to our standard terms of appointment 
  (which may include a ‘no win, no fee’ agreement). The representative must co-operate fully with us at all times. 
 e)  We will have direct contact with the representative. 
 f)  An insured person must co-operate fully with us and with the representative and must keep us up-to-date with the progress of 
  the claim. 
 g)  An insured person must give the representative any instructions that we require. 
3  a)  An insured person must tell us if anyone offers to settle a claim and must not agree to any settlement without our written 
  consent. 
 b)  If an insured person does not accept a reasonable offer to settle a claim, we may refuse to pay further costs and expenses. 
 c)  We may decide to pay the insured person the amount of damages that the insured person is claiming or is being claimed 
  against them instead of starting or continuing legal proceedings. 
4  a)  If we ask, an insured person must tell the representative to have costs and expenses taxed, assessed or audited. 
 b)  An insured person must take every step to recover costs and expenses that we have to pay and must pay us any costs and 
  expenses that are recovered. 
5  If a representative refuses to continue acting for you with good reason or if you dismiss a representative without good reason, the cover 
 we provide will end at once, unless we agree to appoint another representative. 
6  If an insured person settles a claim or withdraws their claim without our agreement, or does not give suitable instructions to a 
 representative, the cover we provide will end at once and we will be entitled to re-claim any costs and expenses paid by us. 
7  If there is a disagreement about the way we handle a claim that is not resolved through our internal complaints procedure, we and the 
 insured person can choose a suitably qualified person to arbitrate. We and the insured person must both agree to the choice of this 
 person in writing. Failing this we will ask the president of a national association relevant to the arbitration to choose a suitably qualified 
 person. All costs of resolving the matter must be paid by the party whose argument is rejected. If the decision is not clearly made against 
 either party, the arbitrator will decide how the costs are shared. 
8  We may at our discretion require the policyholder to obtain an opinion from counsel at the policyholder’s expense as to the merits of a 
 claim or proceedings. If counsel’s opinion indicates that there are reasonable grounds for the pursuit or defence of a claim or proceedings, 
 the cost of obtaining the opinion will be paid by us. 
9  We can cancel this policy at any time as long as we tell the policyholder at least 14 days beforehand. 
 The policyholder can cancel this policy at any time as long as we are told at least 14 days beforehand. 
10  We will not pay any claim covered under any other policy, or any claim that would have been covered by any other policy if this policy did not 
 exist. 
11  This policy will be governed by English law.

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Endorsements and Warranties 
 

The following endorsements and warranties apply only if they are shown in the schedule under the heading “Endorsements and warranties 
applicable”. 

 
 

SPE01 Curios, pictures and other works of art 
The amounts of £500 in respect of any one item and £1,000 in all referred to in sub-paragraph b) of the Basis of claims settlement in sub-
section 1A – Buildings and Contents are increased to the amounts stated against this endorsement in the schedule. 

 
SPE02      Coin-operated machines 

The cover provided by Section 1 – sub section 1C – Money is extended to include loss from any coin-operated vending, gaming 
or amusement machine or payphone to a limit shown against this endorsement on the schedule 

 
SPE03      Rent 

The term of loss of rent referred to in sub-paragraph i) of the Basis of claims settlement in sub-section 1A - Buildings and Contents is 
amended from 'twelve months' to the term stated against this endorsement in the schedule. 

 
SPE04      Financial interest 

The interest of the party or parties stated against this endorsement in the schedule is noted in this policy and the nature and extent of 
such interest is to be advised to the us, if necessary, in the event of a claim. 

 
SPW01    Alarm warranty 

It is warranted by you that 

1 the premises be protected by an intruder alarm installation installed as agreed with us 
2 the intruder alarm installation be maintained in full and efficient working order under a contract to provide both corrective 

and preventive maintenance with the installing company or such other company as agreed with us 

3 no alteration to or substitution of 

a) any part of the intruder alarm system 
b) the procedures agreed with us for police authority or any other response to any activation of the intruder alarm system 

c) the maintenance contract be made without the written agreement of us 
4 the alarmed premises be not left without at least one responsible person therein without the agreement of the Company 

a) unless the intruder alarm installation be set in its entirety with the means of communication used to transmit signals 
in full operation 

b) if the police authority have withdrawn their response to alarm calls 
5 all keys to the intruder alarm installation be removed from the premises when they are left unattended 
6 you maintain secrecy of codes for the operation of the intruder alarm system and no details of same be left on the 

premises 

7 you must appoint at least two keyholders and lodge written details (which must be kept up to date) with the alarm company 
and police authorities 

8 in the event of notification of any activities of the intruder alarm installation or interruption of the means of 
communication during any period that the intruder alarm system is set, a keyholder must attend the premises as soon as 
reasonably possible and must not leave the premises without at least one responsible person remaining there until the 
provisions of paragraph 4 of this warranty have been complied with unless specifically agreed by us in writing 

9 in the event of you receiving any notification 
a) that police authority attendance in response to alarm signals or calls from the intruder alarm installation may be 

withdrawn or the level of response reduced or delayed 

b) from a local authority or magistrate imposing any requirement for abatement of nuisance 

c) that the intruder alarm installation cannot be returned to or maintained in full and efficient working order 
you must advise us as soon as possible and in any event not later than 10 am on our next working day and comply with 
any subsequent requirements stipulated by us. 
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SPW02    Unoccupancy warranty 

The undernoted special terms and conditions are applicable to the insurance by this policy in respect of those premises stated against 
this warranty in the schedule: 

1 The insurance by Section 1 Buildings and Contents shall be restricted to the cover perils of 1 – 4 shown within the section 
2 It is warranted  by you that  all reasonable precautions  are taken to ensure that the premises  are secure against 

unauthorised entry, including 

i) securely locking and fastening all doors and windows 
ii) sealing all letter boxes are sealed 
iii) setting all security and alarm protections in full operation and ensuring that the protections are in proper working 

order. 

3 It is warranted by you that all electrical, gas and water supplies are turned off at the mains other than those supplies 
connected to automatic sprinkler installations or isolated electrical circuits to lighting and alarm systems which remain in 

operation for security or fire protection purposes. 
4 It is warranted  by you  that all water tanks, apparatus,  pipes and  heating systems (other than those connected  to automatic 

sprinkler installations) are drained down. 
5 It is warranted by you that any fuel supply to the premises is turned off at all stop points between the oil storage tank and the 

boiler. 
6 It is warranted by you that the premises are visited and inspected at least weekly internally and externally by you or a 

responsible representative to ensure that: 
i) no deterioration in the condition or state of repair of the buildings has occurred 
ii) all physical and alarm protections remain in full operation 

Any deterioration or defects in the condition or state of repair of buildings and/or the security and alarm protection systems 
must be rectified, remedied or repaired immediately. 

7 It is warranted by you that all waste refuse and obsolete combustible materials are removed and taken away from the 
premises. 

8 We will not be liable for the first £1,000 in respect of each and every claim for unoccupied premises unless stated otherwise 

in the Schedule. 

 
SPW03    Money accompaniment warranty 

It is warranted by you that at least two able bodied adult employees shall accompany any single transit of money (other than non-
negotiable money) exceeding £2,000 but not exceeding £5,000.
